Declaration of intention to prepare Development Plan of Navi Mumbai Municipal
Corporation under section 23(1) of the Maharashira Regional and
Town Planning Act, 1966.

No. NMMC/TPO/ADTP/5172/2017

Whereas, the Govt., in exercise of the powers conferred by section 113(1) of the Maharashtra
Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to as “said Act”) has designated site
for New Town of Navi Mumbai (hereinafter referred to as “said New Town”) vide Urban
Development and Public Health Department’s (UD and PH) Notification No. RPB.117 1/18124/
1.W., dated the 20th March 1971 and CIDCO has been appointed as New Town Development
Authority (NTDA) for the said New Town under section 113(3A) of the said Act vide
Urban Development and Public Health Department’s Notification No. RPB.1171/18124/11-W,
dated the 20th March 1971 ;

And whereas, the Govt. in exercise of the powers conferred by section 31(1) of the said Act
and vide UD and PH’s Notification No. RPB.1175/635/UD-5, dated the 18th January 1980 has
sanctioned the Draft Development Plan (said Final Development Plan) in the form of structural
plan submitted by CIDCO for the said New Town area and the said Final Development Plan
came into force with effect from 1st March 1980 ;

And whereas, Navi Mumbai Maunicipal Corporation (NMMC) has been constituted by the
Govt. under section 3 of the Maharashtra Municipal Corporation Act, 1949 (hereinafter referred
to as the “said MMC Act”) vide UDD’s Notification No. NBC.1091/140/CR-14/61/UD-20,
dated the 17th December 1991 for the areas of 44 revenue villages specified therein, which came
into force with effect from 1st January 1992. Out of 44 revenue villages within NMMC’s limit 29
revenue villages are included in the said Final Development Plan ;

And whereas, the Govt. in exercise of the powers under section 3(3) (a) of the said MMC Act
and vide Urban Development Department’s (UDD), Notification No. NMC.112000/CR-54/04/UD,
dated the 8th June 2007 has altered the limits of NMMC by excluding the areas of 14 revenue
villages & retained only one revenue village outside the said New Town i.e. Adavali-Bhutavali in
the limit of NMMC and thus total 30 revenue villages are falling within NMMC’s limit ;

And whereas, powers under Chapter 3 and 4 (sections 21 to 58) of the said Act has also been
vested to NMMC by the Govt. vide Notification No. NMC.1692/1187/C-138/94/UD-24, dated the
15th December 1994 and No. TPB.4306/2964/CR-17 6/08/UD-11, dated the 29th July 2008. By these |
notifications, the NMMC was declared as a Planning Authority as per the provisions of section
9(15) and 2(19) of the said Act. The NMMOC is now functioning as a Planning Authority for the
area of 29 revenue villages in respect of the developed nodes of Vashi, Sanpada, Nerul, Belapur
(CBD), Koperkhairane, Airoli and Ghansoli ;

fi‘md whereas, the powers of Planning Authority has alsc been vested to NMMC as per the
p?owsions of section 2(15) (a) and 2(19) of the said Act for the undeveloped areas of revenue
villages outside the CIDCO developed Nodes but falling within the said Final Development
Plan

And whereas, it is expedient to revise the said Final Development Plan at least once in a 20
years as per provision of section 38 of the said Act. The said Final Development Plan is in the

form of structure plan and no micro level planning was shown on the said Final Development
Plan ;

And whereas, the NMMC, being a Planning Authority of the area is empowered to revise the
said Final Development Plan under section 38 of the said Act ;

And whereas, out of 15 revenue villages, which were outside the said Development Plan but
already included in the sanctioned Mumbai Metropolitan Regional Plan (MMRP) at the time of
its constitution, only one revenue village i.e. Adavali-Bhutavali is retained in the NMMC’s
hmits ;
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And whereas, as per the provisions of section 2(15) (a) and 2(19) of the said Act, NMMC is

empowered as Planning Authority. Therefore, it 18, expedient to prepare 2 fresh Draft
Development Plan, for the only revenue village, Adavali—Bhutavali as per the provisions of section .
91 of the said Act;

And whereas, The General Body of NMMC in its meeting heid on dated
99nd August 2013 vide Resolution No.332 has given approval to appoint Private Agency for the -
preparation of Revised Draft Development Plan for its jurisdiction. Further, a proposal with
minor changes in the earlier approved Resolution for executing the statutory proceedings of
Development Plan by Town Planning Department of NMMC instead of Private Agency was
submitted to General Body, but the proposal was rejected by the General Body in its meeting
held on, dated 93rd September 2016 by Resolution No. 1266. The above said proposal was again
re-submitted and the General Body has given its approval to the proposal in its meeting held on
dated the 24th July 2017 vide its Resolution No.1850 ;

And whereas, the General Body in its meeting held on 90th September 2016 vide Resolution
No. 1261 has given its approval to declare intention under section 93(1) of the said Act to prepare

Development Plan for NMMC area and has also authorized the Commissioner, NMMC for carrying
out necessary statutory proceedings of Development Plan as per the provisions of the said Act ;

And whereas, Government vide its Notification, dated the 31st October 2017 has appointed
CIDCO as a Special Planning Authority for some of the land within in NMMC’s limit as shown In
the Schedule B’ appended hereto.

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by the said Act, the NMMC under section
93(1) of the said Act, hereby declare its intention to prepare the Draft Development Plan for the
area excluding the area shown in Schedule ‘B’ from the area shown in Schedule ‘A’ appended
hereto,—

(1) To prepare and to publish a Revised Draft Development Plan as per the provisions
of section 38 of the said Act for the area shown on the plan appended hereto as Schedule ‘C’
and for the CIDCO developed and undeveloped areas within the said Final Development
Plan (excluding the areas for which Maharashtra Industrial Development Corporation and
CIDCO are functioning as the Special Planning Authority).

(2) To prepare and publish 2 draft Development Plan under the provisions of section
91 of the said Act for the NMMC’s revenue village Adavali-Bhutavali which falls outside the
<aid Final Development Plan, but is within the sanctioned Mumbai Metropolitan Regional
Plan and as shown on the plan appended hereto as Schedule ‘C.

A Plan appended hereto as Schedule ‘C’ showing the boundaries of the area for which the
Revised Draft Development Plan alongwith the area for which a fresh Draft Development Plan is
to be prepared, 18 kept open for the inspection of the public on all working days and in working
hours at the Office of the following and published on NMMC’s website WWW.NMMC.GOV.IT
